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ADmitMAC Setup for FERMI Domain Access

Background
Macintosh users require access to resources in the Fermi Windows domain. The FERMI domain security policies prevents current Macintosh systems acess to resources, but a third party product, ADmitMAC, by the Thursby company, provides the needed security tools.

This document briefly describes what a macintosh user needs to do to configure the ADmitMAC software on their computer. The software is only required on the Macintosh client. 

Configuration

This configuration information was done using version ADmitMAC 1.1

1. Installation:

   Before attempting installation make sure you have a serial number for the software.

  - Run the installer

  - When prompted for the Administrator username and password enter the Macintosh administrator account information, not the FERMI domain account information.

  - Accept License

  - Select destination for files.

2. After Installation finishes the Setup Assistant automatically launchs.

Enter the serial number when prompted.

3. Manually run the Directory Access App.

   - click the lock icon, enter Mac admin pwd

   - Highlight AdmitMac, click configure

   - Policies Tab

      - Select, NTLMv2 response only

      - Uncheck, Allow clear text pwd (this is extremely important!)

  Note:  The Directory Access App also allows a Macintosh compute to join the Fermi Domain but this violates the Windows system policy.

4. Mount shares

   - On the Finder Shell menu bar,

     select GO-ConnectToServer

   - In the Address text-box enter a path

     using the following syntax

     smb://server.fnal.gov/ShareName

   - After entering the path, click Connect then

     enter username, password and domain (FERMI)
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
